	Purpose


To promote the well-being of children, strengthen families, and reduce the demand on public treasuries by securing financial and medical support from legally responsible parents.  
	Target Population


Custodians with children receiving assistance under the Temporary Assistance for Needy Families (TANF) program and all other custodians who apply for CSEP services.

	Eligibility


There are no eligibility requirements. TANF custodians are automatically referred to CSEP and must assign support rights
	Services

· CSEP provides five basic services: 
1. Locating parents who have an obligation to support their children; 
2. Establishing paternity for children born outside of marriage; 
3. Establishing medical and financial support orders;
4. Enforcing support orders; and 
5. Collecting and disbursing support payments.  
	Program Policies and Procedures


Child support cases for custodians receiving assistance under the Temporary Assistance for Needy Families (TANF) program are automatically referred to CSEP. Public assistance custodians must assign their support rights to the State while receiving TANF benefits and must cooperate with CSEP. Federal law requires non-assistance custodians to pay a $25 annual fee for each case in which CSEP has collected more than $500 during the federal fiscal year.
